The container arrived in good order, was cleared by the shipping office of a Newlands Rotarian, Mike Walwyn,
and was delivered to the prends of the LEAP School in Langa. The LEAP School provides bridging education in
science and maths to disadvantageaapps, helping to overcome the lack of good teaching and resources found

in many state schools, and has received Rotary support in various ways. Langa is a township area with a mix of
low socieeconomic housing and shack dwellers.

The LEAP premises wereoskd as a distribution centre because one of their staff membErancoise
Ndayizigiyejs a librarian whose costs are partly subsidised through RC Newlands, and who assists with the
sorting and distribution of books from other sources (e.g. text booksadhers from the USA on occasjand
because there was a suitable and secure location for the container to be temporarily placed.

The container was opened and we were completely delighted to find thatetlgmod qualitypooks had been
excellently sortecand packed, making their distribution much simpler to accomplish than we had expected.
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As reported last year, the consignment was largely distributed in one collection s@ssiarly Jundoy Rotary
clubs and linked organisatiorSome clubs then colléed further boxes by arrangement.

The remaining boxes were méjrthose more specialised or less suitable for schools such as the university and
vocational, Christian and text book material. They were added to the book project stock at the LEAP school for
distribution to the various organisations that obtain books from this source, under the care of librarian
Francoise.

Clubs and organisations taking the books were all asked to supply detbéseficiaries, with phobs where
possible Most haveresponded with the schools details, but photos are problematic sometimes where children
are concerned, as permission has to be sought for pictures to be taken.

The majority of our Rotary Clubs concentrate on primary schools and early childhood development for their
projects, as this is where we probably have the greatest need, to improve foundation learning. It is only recently
that the South African governmentak recognised the importance of ECD, saalhgd so we are making big
efforts to put this in place for our disadvantaged children.
